SUNSCREEN MUST BE APLLIED BEFORE COMING TO
CAMP! The staff is not able to apply any lotions.

DROP OFF & PICK UP: Campers will be greeted at Door # 1 or #2 by camp staff and taken
to their classroom. staff will bring your child to the same door at 1:00pm.

DISCIPLINE: It is our hope that your child will learn to share and respect others. If
discipline is necessary, your child will first be redirected, given a reminder of expected
behavior and a brief time out if needed. Parents may be contacted if needed.

RAINY DAY FUN: If the weather does not permit outside play, children may have a
“popcorn and movie time.” Videos will be age-appropriate and no longer than 20 minutes.
Younger children will eat corn puffs rather than popcorn. This activity will be used in

moderation.

WATER PLAY: We will have sprinklers and wading pools available when the weather is warm.,
(80 degrees and higher). staff will determine the best days for these activities. Pools will be
sanitized daily and have fresh water daily.
